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Library
In the process of providing quality education to its 
students, the College makes continuous efforts to 
enhance its infrastructure in order to facilitate 
effective teaching-learning practices. The library 
with its modern infrastructure is being handled by 
Ms Sukhdeep Kaur, Librarian, along with her 
dedicated team. The young and enthusiastic staff 
works incessantly towards the smooth functioning 
of the library. 

T h e  C o l l e g e   L i b r a r y  h a s  a  B l o g  
(ggscwlibrary.blogspot.in), a digital space for 
students to access the previous question papers, 
pages/links to highlight various activities and 
achievements of the staff, students, newspaper 
clippings, latest Panjab University syllabus, links to 
e-Journals and e-Books. The Library provides an 
Open Access System, making it an ideal place for 
the users to expand and widen their knowledge. 
Well stocked with more than 24,200 books and 
490+ CDs on different subjects, the collection is 
enriched with Reference Books, Coffee Table 
Books, light reading books like Fiction, Self-help, 
Biographies of eminent personalities, etc. A total of 
38 magazines and journals and 12 newspapers are 
also subscribed by the Library on annual basis. 
Library homes a “Book Bank” that consists of more 
than 1800 books on different subjects which are 
lent out for the full session to the needy as well as 
meritorious students. To display the fresh arrivals, 

there is a display stand in the Library and a LED 
for highlighting the services of Library along with 
the new arrivals. KHOJ: The Wall Magazine 
showcases the creative works of the students as 
well as the activities undertaken in all the 
departments. 

Library is fully automated with Campus Whizz 
ERP software provided with Web OPAC facility, 
through which users can search their required 
documents anytime and from anywhere. Another 
striking feature of the library is its Learning 
Resource Centre on the first floor, where students 
have an additional facility for their research 
related activities. The Library also has a Braille 
Corner, where one computer with NVDA (Non 
Visual Digital Access) software is installed for blind 
students. The College has subscribed to e-Journals 
under the scheme of NLIST programme of 
INFLIBNET, UGC. There is a separate reading 
room for students to read their personal reading 
material and books. Each year, the students 
enrolled in the College are oriented towards 
Library services and facilities. In the session, 
2020-2021 the College Library in collaboration 
with various departments and other Institutes 
organised various webinars for students, 
researchers and faculty.

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RUSA REPORT 2020-21
The College receives periodic grant under the 
RUSA Scheme from the Department of Higher 
Education, Chandigarh for utilization under the 
heads of renovation, upgradation, construction 
and purchase of equipment. The grant plays a vital 
role in enhancing the infrastructure of the 
College, thereby, helping in the smooth and 
effective functioning of the institution and 
providing better facilities to all the stakeholders of 
the College.

During the academic session of 2020-2021, the 
infrastructure of the College was upgraded to 
ensure smooth and improved functioning of the 
institution. Upgradation of the multi-purpose hall 
of the College has been done by installing ACs and 
fans. This improvisation will help in the smooth 
flow of events and optimum utilization of the hall 
even during summers. Notice boards have been 
added to ensure that all information reaches the 
stakeholders with precision and promptness.

In order to ensure basic amenities for the 
students, the College has purchased three water 
coolers that will be installed on different floors of 
the hostel. Ten air-conditioners have also been 
purchased to be installed on the top floor of the 
hostel to provide respite to the students from the 
scorching heat of the summers. The grant has 
helped in enriching the digital aspects of the 
College by procuring UPS for smart classrooms 
and labs in order to ensure improved functioning. 
An addition of anti-virus for computers has been 
made and ten more Wi-Fi access points have been 
installed in the College campus to provide better 
internet facility to the staff and the students. 
Fifteen CCTV cameras including networking 
racks, networking switches, networking cable, 
hard disks have been purchased to increase 
vigilance around the College premises. To promote 
inclusion, headphones were purchased for the 
visually challenged students to access audio books 
from the College library.

The grant has also helped in providing better 
facilities to the sports students of the College. 

Handball goal post and basketball goal post have 
been installed for them for their regular practice 
sessions. 

With the help of the grant, a biometric machine, a 
lamination machine and an inverter have been 
purchased for  smooth funct ioning of  
administrative tasks. A safe has also been 
purchased to store all the important official data 
securely.

Taking into consideration the situation of COVID-
19 pandemic, six sanitizer dispensers have been 
installed in the College premises
